* When finished, record the duration of the survey distance traveled while
observing birds.

Data Entry into eBird:

» Go toeBird.organd click on ‘Submit Observations’. Select "TrawglCount" for
your protocol.

* Follow the prompts to submit your data. If you ddmave an eBird account
already, you will need to create one.

» Use the "Find it on a map" feature to answer "Witkdeyou bird?" Select a
larger "Birding Hotspot" marker from the map ieitists. If a hotspot does not
exist, create a new site name for the site usiagpgrk name.

« Enter the number of each species seen and usAdbdeDetails’ option for each
species to note any observed behaviors, age oegend

« If prompted, you must add identifying or countingtalls for a particular species!
